Acceptable mediums: drawing, painting, digital art, or mixed
media (no photography).
Artwork needs to be standard paper size (8.5” x 11”),
landscape orientation is preferred.
Artwork does not need to reflect a postcard design, as it will
be altered to fit a template if selected
A submission form (online or physical) must be submitted with
all contact information filled in.
Physical artwork will need to be dropped off in person with
name and contact information written on the back.
